Step 1:

To initiate a concern please contact the main office via email at mainoffice@chiarts.org. To reach

someone directly please call 773.534.9710 or use the contact information listed below. When
calling please leave a voicemail message with your name, contact information, and a summary of

your concern.

Please allow at least 48 hours for your concern to be addressed by the appropriate parties.

Step 2:
If you have concerns about your scholar-artist’s academic or artistic performance please

communicate with the teacher or arts department head as the first point of contact.

Step 3:
If a resolution is not reached with the teacher please contact the main office and ask for the

concerns to be addressed by an administrator.
